Technical term ‘living thing’, and

Complex sentences, with second 
clause beginning with ‘to’: clause 
of purpose 

Compound sentences joined by 
‘and’ 

Pronoun ‘this’ links the text to 
the illustration. (This hen… 

Ellipsis: when two sentences with 
the same subject are joined with 
‘and’, the second subject can be 
left out (e.g. the hen gives the 
children eggs, and (the hen) lets 
them hug her.) 
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
